The National Anthem of India is played or sung on various occasions. ’
Instructions have been issued fram time to time about the correct versions of the
Anthen, the occasions on which these are to be played or sung, and about the
need for paving respect o the anthem by observance of proper decorum on such
otcasione The substance of these instructions has been embodied in- this

tormation sheet for peneral infonmation and guidance.

1o THENATIONAL ANTHEM - FULL AND SHORT VERSIONS

(1)  The composition consisting ol the words and music of the first stanza of
the late poet Rabindra Nath Tagore’s song known as “Jana Gana Mana” is
the National Anthem of Indiad Tt reads as follows) -
