2. It has been brought to notice of this Ministry that various Government agencies which are

Lion Capital. It may be noted that the State Emblem of India is incomplete without the motto

%\LQSatyameva Jayate” inscribed (in Devanagari script) below the profile of the Lion Capital.
Wcomplete display of the State Emblem of India is a violation of the aforesaid Act.

/ 3. It has also been brought to notice of this Ministry that various individuals/authorities who
w\M dre not authorized to use the State Emblem of India, are using the same on the stationery,
V\ chicles etc. It may kindly be noted that the use of the State Emblem of India is restricted to the
