| '.'4.'@._1"'-%_-*El'il"e,5_liidi'an National flag represents the hopes and aspirations of

theﬁénp‘[’enf India. It is the symbol of our national pride. Over the last
five decades, several people including members of armed forces have
ungrudgingly laid down their lives to keep the tricolour flying in its
full glory.

The significance of the colours and the chakra in the National
Flag was amply described by Dr. S. Radhakrishnan in the
Constituent Assembly which unanimousty adopted the National Flag.
Dr. S. Radhakrishnan explained—Bhagwa or the saffron colour
denotes renunciation of disinterestedness. Our leaders must be
ndifferent to material gains and dedicate themselves to their work.
The white in the centre is light, the path of truth to guide our conduct.
The green shows our relation to soil, our relation to the plant life here
on which all other life depends. The Ashoka Wheel in the center of the
white is the wheel of the law of dharma. Truth or satya, dharma or
virtue ought to be the controlling principles of those who work under
this flag. Again, the wheel denotes motion. LThere is death in stagnation.
There is life in movement. India should no more resist change, it must
move and go forward. The wheel represents the dynamism of a peaceful
change.”

There is universal affection and respect for, and loyalty to, the
National Flag. Yet, a perceptible lack of awareness s often noticed not
only amongst people but also in the organizations/agencies of the
Government, in regard to laws, practices and conventions that apply to
the display of the National Flag. Apart from non-statutory instructions
issued by the Government from time to time, display of the National
Flag is governed by the provisions of the Emblems and Names

(Prevention of Improper Use) Act, 1950 (No. 12 of 1950) and the

Part 1 of the Code is devoted to the display of the
National Flag by members of public, private organizations, educational
institutions, etc. Part 111 of the Code relates to display of the National
Flag by Central and State Governments and their organizations and

agencies.

Flag Code of India, 2002, takes effect from January 26,2002 and
supersedes the "Flag Code—India’ as it existed.
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GENERAL

1.E2 Tha T\.dtmnal Flag shall be a tri-colour panel made up of
threc*rectangular panels or sub-panels of equal widths. The
colour of the tap panel shall be India saffron (Kesari) and that
of the bu[tc}m panel shall be India green. The middle panel
sh.;ill___ble white, bearing at its centre the design of Ashoka Chakra
in navy blue colour with 24 equally spaced spokes. The Ashoka
Chakra shall preferably be screen printed or otherwise printed
or stenciled or suitably embroidered and shall be completely
visible on both sides of the Flag in the centre of the white panel.

SECTION 1

2.1 There shall be no restriction on the display
of the National Flag by members of general
public, private organizations, educational institutions,

etc., except to the extent provided in the Emblems and
Names (Prevention of Improper Use) Act, 1950% and

*I'he Emblems and Names (Prevention of Improper Use) Act, 1950,
Section 2:  In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires:-

HOISTING/DISPLAY OF THE NATIONAL FLAG BY
THE CENTRAL AND STATE GOVERNMENTS AND
THEIR ORGANISATIONS AND AGENCIES.,

SECTION I

DEFENCE INSTALLATIONS/HEADS OF MISSIONS/POSTS

3.1 The provisions of this Part shall not apply to Defence
Installations that have their own rule for display of the National
Flag.

3.2 The National Flag may also be flown on the Headquarters
and the residences of the Heads of Missions/Posts abroad in
the countries where it is customary for diplomatic and consular

representatives to fly their National Flags on the Headquarters
and their official residences.

SECTION II

OFFICIAL DISPLAY

3.3 Subject to the provisions contained in Section I above, it
shall be mandatory for all Governments and their organisations/
agencies to follow the provisions contained in this Part.

3.4 QOn all occasions for official display, only the Flag
conforming to specifications laid down by the Bureau of Indian
Standards and bearing their standard mark shall be used. On
other occasions also, it is desirable that only such Flags of
appropriate size are flown,

3.9 When the Flag is displayed flat and horizontal on a wall,
the saffron band shall be upper-most and when displayed
vertically, the saffron band shall be to the right with reference

to the Flag, 1.c., 1t may be to the left of a person facing it.

3.10 When the Flag is displla}’c(l on a speaker's platform, it
shall be flown on a staff on the speaker's right as he faces the
audience or flat against the wall above and behind the speaker.

3.11 When used on occasions like the unveiling of a statue,
the Flag shall be displayed distinctly and separately.

3.12 When the Flag 1s displayed alone on a motor car, it shall be
flown from a staff, which should be affixed firmly either on the
middle front of the bonnet or to the front right side of the car.

3.13 When the Flag 15 carried in a procession or a parade, it shall
be either on the marching right, ie the Flag's own right, or if
there 1s a line of other flags, in front of the centre of the line.
