Sir/Madam,

As you are aware that Bio-metric machine have been installed in your Medical College for
capturing faculty attendance for implementation of Online Faculty Monitoring System (OFAMOS)
under DMMP-I Project.

Your kind attention is invited to the amendment in “Minimum Standard Requirement for
50/100/150/200/250 MBBS Admissions Annually Regulations, 1999” vide notification dated
27/01/2017, published in the Gazette of India on 30/01/2017. As per the said notification, the
upkeep of the OFAMOS devices is the responsibility of the Medical College and in this regard, after
installation of the biometric machines, your Medical College have submitted an undertaking (i.e.
OFAMOS Installation Report) for ensuring that no physical damage occurs to the OFAMOS devices.
The financial burden arising on account of registration verification of the faculty with AADHAR
platform of UIDAI and the monthly rental of OFAMOS device SIM Card, shall be borne by the
respective medical colleges. :

The Council vide its letter dated 03/11/2017 & 29.05.2018, informed all the Medical
Colleges that w.e.f. 01/12/2017 all the faculties who have been enrolled, should start marking
their attendance and during the assessment of Medical College, the attendance captured through
OFAMOS devices shall only be considered for count of faculties and not the manual attendance.
However, in a large number of colleges these regulatory instructions have not been followed,
which has been viewed seriously.

In this regard, it has been observed that the Medical Colleges are not adhering to the
regulations/instructions issued by the Council vide various earlier letters issued in this regard and
some of the faculties who have been enrolled, are not marking their attendance through OFAMOS
devices. Further, it has been observed from the centralized OFAMOS Dashboard that many

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biometric machines are offline at your college premises. You are therefore directed to ensure that
all the OFAMOS devices should be switched on and connected to the continuous power supply.
The council is working on modalities of the pending enrolment of faculties, due to the revised
guidelines of Aadhar UIDAI. As and when the same is completed, all the faculties will have to mark
their attendance through OFAMOS device only.

In view of above, all the Medical Colleges are once again directed to instruct their faculty
members to mark their attendance through OFAMOS devices only and non-compliance thereof
shall be treated as violation of “Minimum Standard Requirement for 50/100/150/200/250 MBBS
Admissions Annually Regulations, 1999”. Non-compliance of instructions may lead to denial of
permission for renewal of permission, recognition, increase of seats, starting of Postgraduate
Course or any other scheme of the Council.
